GONE WITH THE WIND!

Ironically, the movie of movies in 1939 “Gone With the Wind,” opened the door for that industry to the
liberality of dialogue and censorship. It also brought about a complete collapse of both and blew away a
standard of propriety in film making just as its setting had “gone with the wind.” For those of us who can remember the
long lines at the box office as well as some wanting to see this movie several times in order to hear Rhett tell Scarlet just
where to go, can also remember how little by little Hollywood has evolved into the slim-pit of vulgarity that it is today. We
can also remember how the openness of speech and dress has drastically taken away any semblance of concern as to what
our Lord has said about such matters. Jesus said, “But I say unto you, that every idle word that men shall speak, they shall
give account thereof in the day of judgment” (Matt. 12:36). As far as dress is concerned, this same openness has led to a
“no shame” syndrome in many cases. What God thinks no longer enters the minds of some. It’s not only a terrible
commentary on the times but it shows that many no longer believe in God, do not care about God and as far as His word is
concerned, with them it has also “gone with the wind.” Consider these words of Jesus: “...heaven and earth shall pass
away, but my words shall not pass away.” (Matt. 24.:35)
