THE CAPTAIN OF OUR SALVATION

Being an old Navy man I am somewhat partial to the King James translation of Hebrews 2:10 which refers
to Jesus Christ as “The Captain” of our salvation. Yes, I am aware that most newer translations use the
words “The Author” of our salvation. Retaining the thought of his being our Captain, perhaps you would enjoy the
response which every sailor knows when receiving an order from his Captain. It must be, “Aye, aye, Sir.” There is
much more to these words than most people know.
